At Feeding Westchester, advocacy is central to creating long-term solutions to end
hunger. By working with individuals, partners, community groups and elected officials
we elevate the realities of food insecurity in Westchester and advance policies that
strengthen access to nutritious food.

Our efforts focus on:

Raising Awareness: Educating the public and policymakers about the realities of
hunger in our county and the state.

Policy: We advocate for policies and programs that support food security and
engage lawmakers in a dialogue to garner support for the fight against hunger. Our
message is loud and clear: no one should go hungry.

Elevating Voices: Encouraging community members to share their stories and
participate in advocacy coalitions, strengthening our collective impact.

Together, we advocate for programs that nourish our neighbors today and advance
the fundamental resources needed to build a better tomorrow.

DUR ADVOGACY HIGRLIGHTS FOR FISCAL YEAR 2025

This year, we strengthened our advocacy efforts to elevate the realities of hunger in Westchester and
advance policies that protect and expand access to nutritious food.

Highlights include:

. Engaging Local Leaders: We hosted elected officials for on-site tours and briefings, including a
dedicated visit with State Senate and Assembly leaders in partnership with the Business Council of
Westchester, deepening shared understanding of the challenges facing our neighbors.

o Securing County Support: \Westchester County continued its investment in hunger relief, providing
funding that provides over 1.6M meals for families across the community.

o Championing Critical State Programs: \We advocated for strong support of programs such as the
Hunger Prevention and Nutrition Assistance Program (HPNAP), Nourish New York (NNY), and the
Nutrition Outreach and Education Program (NOEP), reinforcing their importance for local families.
We saw the state invest in our children by implementing Universal School Meals, a historic moment
for families across the state.

o Raising Awareness: Our neighbors are at the heart of our work. Their lived experience and
expertise guide our advocacy and help shape meaningful, lasting change.

That was Sophia Pifeiro’s first reaction when she was asked to become
Associate Director of Student Support Services at Westchester Community
College. She never imagined such an affluent area could have so many
neighbors struggling, but the data quickly changed her understanding —
and confirmed she was in the right place to make a difference.

Students turn to Sophia and her team when facing food insecurity, housing
instability, health insurance or childcare challenges, transportation barriers,
or even eviction. “If a student is worried about eating, sleeping, or covering
basic expenses, it’'s almost impossible to focus in the classroom,” she said.
Her goal is to offer a warm, dignified space where students can get support
and be connected to campus and community resources.

One of the most critical tools is the on-campus pantry. “Many of our
students juggle school, work, and family,” Sophia explained. “Having a
pantry right here means they don’t have to sit in class hungry or miss
limited pantry hours elsewhere.” The campus pantry also supports seniors
and community members, since WCC never turns anyone away.

The need is clear. “Fifty-two percent of our students who received services
reported food insecurity, and we see about 400 pantry visits each month.”
None of this would be possible without Feeding Westchester. “Their low- or
no-cost food keeps our shelves stocked. When we have gaps, they always
step in — with food, grants, and creative support.”

Sophia’s commitment ensures WCC students are not facing these
challenges alone. Because of her leadership, students find stability, dignity,
and the chance to reach their full potential.
